Vermilion Parish Police Jury Building Permit Requirements for
MOVING AN EXISTING HOME

RELOCATED HOMES W/O ALTERATIONS OR INTERIOR MODIFICATIONS:    
If the home is moved from a 100 mph wind zone or less, a stamped foundation plan and structure plan must be submitted for structural retrofitting to comply with 110/120/130 mph guidelines.  

RELOCATED HOMES With ALTERATIONS OR INTERIOR MODIFICATIONS:  Interior Modifications – untouched existing does not have to meet code, but new work shall meet 2006 IRC.  Building plans need to be submitted for interior modification such as moving walls and any other major structural changes.

SOIL COMPACTION TEST IS REQUIRED FOR - Fill with clean sand or gravel and over 24” OR Fill with dirt/earth and over 8”.

When applying for a permit please bring:

**Foundation & Site Plan – Approved by an architect, licensed engineer or ICC inspector.  

***Address of construction (new building or addition); if you do not have an address you may obtain one from 911’s Business Office at (337) 898-4350. 

***Plat of property- If you need a plat of property it can be obtained at the Clerk of Court’s Office, 1st floor of Court House, (337) 898-1992.

***Elevation Certificate of property is required if it is in a designated flood zone.  No permits will be issued to properties in a flood zone without an elevation certificate.  Elevation certificates are provided by local land surveyors. 
***Construction plans (provide one copy on a cd in .tif format and one paper copy) 
***House Lifter/Mover- If you are in a designated flood zone the home will have to be elevated.  The contractor’s license and insurance must be on file in our office.                                                                                

***Cost of permit is determined by the cost of the home.  Please note the VPPJ only accepts checks or money orders. 
Once you receive your permit, the yellow hard card needs to be posted on the electrical pole and a copy of the permit is to be taken the Vermilion Parish Health Unit.

Three inspections are required by the 2006 IBC/IRC Wind & Flood Building Codes and must be completed by an ICC certified inspector, architect or licensed engineer.

· PLUMBING INSPECTION
HOMEOWNERS ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR CONTACTING INSPECTORS & SCHEDULING INSPECTIONS.

Once the inspections are completed and signed by the inspector, all three are brought back to the permit department (and a final elevation certificate, if in a flood zone).  A copy of the permit and the Certificate of Occupancy is taken to the Vermilion Parish Health Unit for your electrical permit.
