Upon motion of Mr. Carroll Duhon, duly seconded by Mr. Maxwell Chreene, and
unanimously carried, that the Police Jury authorized taking the bids for the Solid Waste-
High Track Bulldozer under advisement and that the Parish Engineer review bids and
present recommendations at the next Solid Waste Committee meeting.

Upon motion of Mr. Ernal "E.J." Broussard, duly seconded by Mr. Gaulman
Gagpard, and unanimously carried, the reading of the minutes of the regular meeting of
March 21, 2005, were dispensed with and were accepted.

President Faulk read the following announcements:

1) The 21¥ Annual AGA Spring Conference will be held in Baton Rouge on April 5-6,
2005.

2) The LA. Floodplain Management Association's 22™ Annual Conference will be
held on April 27-29, 2005 in Thibodeaux, Louisiana.

Mr. Brent Broussard, with H & E Equipment Services, requested time on the agenda
to make some comments regarding the mini-excavator units that were discussed at the
General Needs Committee.

Mr. Tim Denais, requested time on the agenda to discuss problems with a group that
were flying remote control planes. Mr. Denais' property is located 2 miles west of Maurice
and commented about excessive noise levels and the close proximity to residences that the
planes were being flown.

Upon motion of Mr. Ernal "E.J." Broussard, duly seconded by Mr. Carroll Duhon, and
unanimously carried, the Police Jury directed the legal counsel to include in his proposal to




upgrade of the noise ordinance, that he look into regulating remote control planes or
vehicles.

Sheriff Couvillon discussed the Trustee Litter Abatement Program and the recent
purchase of a breath analyzer. The Sheriff informed the Jury that the original estimated
cost of a breath instrument was $200.00, which the Jury had agreed to pay; however, the
actual cost was $289.00, the Sheriff’s Department paid the difference.

Sheriff Couvllion has been requested to allow the unit to be used at a public school
prom. Since the Jury owns the equipment does the Jury want to allow the use of the breath
instrument by schools, or other organizations? The Sheriff has forms prepared that the
principal and persons operating the breath instrument will have to sign relieving the Sheriff
Department of any liability.

Upon motion of Mr. Mark Poche’, duly seconded by Mr. Wayne Touchet, with Juror
Ronald Darby expressing a negative vote, the Police Jury agreed to allow Erath High
School to borrow the breath instrument, subject to liability forms being signed.

Mr. Eugene Sellers, Sr., with Sellers and Associates, Inc., presented various items for
the Police Jury’s consideration.

Upon motion of Mr. Carroll Duhon, duly seconded by Mr. Maxwell Chreene, and
unanimously carried, the Police Jury approved the issuance of the following “Letters Of
No Objection”:

(A)Mr. Earl Hebert, to bulkhead along the Vermilion River and a private
canal, 1/2 mile south of the intersection of Coulee Isle Des Cannes and
the Vermilion River in  Section 5, T-11-S, R-4-E, located in Election
District No. 1.

(B) Mr. Mark Hebert, to bulkhead along the Vermilion River, 1/2 mile south
of the intersection of Coulee Isle Des Cannes and the Vermilion River in
Section 49, T-11-S, R-4-E, located in Election District No. 1.

Upon motion of Purvis Abshire, duly seconded by Mr. T. J. Prgjean, J., and
unanimously carried, the Police Jury approved the issuance of Project Permit No. 1339-D
to Davis Petroleum Corporation to construct a drill site for the Leger, et a, No. 1 Well,
located off of Highway 705, in Election District No.12.

ON MARCH 30, 2005, THE FOLLOWING ITEMS ARE RESPECTFULLY
SUBMITTED FOR THE JURY’S CONSIDERATION:

1. It isrecommended that the Police Jury approve the award of a contract to purchase
two (2), mini-excavators (John Deere 80-C) from NORTRAX Equipment through the
state contract. Equipment to be furnished shall include the standard equipment with a
front blade and a 48" cleaning bucket instead of the digging bucket; the Lincoln lube
system; and the 60 month/5,000 hour powertrain and hydraulic extended warranty.
Thetotal cost per unit will be $75,677.66.

It is further recommended that the Police Jury approve the award of a contract to
purchase two (2) hauling trailers (Interstate) from M & L Industries, LLC, being the
lowest of the four (4) bids received.

It is recommended that the legal counsel be requested to research if the Police Jury is
responsible to pay transport charges for commitment orders by doctors a the
hospital.

It is further recommended that the legal counsel research if cost incurred for the
handling of commitments can be submitted to the families or insurance companies
for payment or reimbursement.
